General Description

This position requires the ability to perform technical work in the field of erosion control as specified within PA DEP’s Chapter 102 Erosion and Sediment Control Rules and Regulations.  The primarily responsibility is to conduct plan reviews for earth disturbance activities throughout the County. The position also involves a variety of duties relating to the administration and operation of the Chapter 102 Program. 
This employee reports to the District Manager. This employee works closely with Lackawanna County residents, engineers, landowners, businesses and units of government who are engaged in or propose earth disturbance activities.  In addition, this technician will coordinate education and administrative duties as directed by the District Manager and/or Board of Directors. 

Specific Responsibilities
Technical: 

· Review engineering plans as per Chapter 102 & NPDES requirements.  Complete required reporting.
· Conduct inspections of earthmoving activities as per Chapter 102 & NPDES requirements. Complete required reporting.
· Attend meetings with engineers, landowners, and government agency representatives regarding land development projects.
· Organize technical workshops.  

· Attend technical training sessions.  

· Enter data for NPDES Program activities 

· Address erosion control complaints.   
Administrative:
· Meet reporting requirements for Chapter 102 & NPDES Program activities.
· Develop displays and brochures promoting conservation.
Education:
· Coordinate educational programs as directed by the Manager and Board of Directors.

· Bachelor of Science degree in engineering, environmental, or related natural resource management field.
